Physical Development A g \l t?

To support the children’s physical development, we will provide opportunities:

e Collaborate with others to manage large items, such as moving a long plank safely, carrying large hollow

blocks.

o Use one-handed tools and ecLumeenJc, for exampLe, makLng sans tn paper with scissors.

e Choose the right resources to carry out their own plan. For example, choosing a spade to enlarge a small

hole

Communication and Language

We communicate with children continuously throughout all areas of learning and activities, within our

interactions we will focus or:
e Use longer sentences of four to six words.

e Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns.

Mathematics
To support mathematic development, we will provide opportunities for the children to:
e Understand position Jchrough words alone - for exampLe, “The bag ts under the table,

e Link numerals and amounts: for exampLe, show'mg the rLght number of objects to match the numeral, up

to 5.

Literacy

Raising Achievement in Early Literacy is a large focus within our year. This half-term we are working on
supporting the children to:
. Recogane words with the same initial sound, such as money and mother.

e Write some letters accurately.

Using the world around us we will continue to:

e  Explore how things work.
e Explore and talk about different forces they can feel.

e Show interest in different occupations.

To continue promoting the children’s imagination we will support the children to:
